Wall Smoothing Compound

Low-slump gypsum-based compound for filling and smoothing work on wall surfaces

Description:

Low-slump, smooth, gypsum-based compound for produ-
cing flat, smooth wall and ceiling surfaces. For thickness up
to 5 mm for all-over levelling and smoothing, up to 25 mm
for smoothing over joints, cracks and holes. For surface
preparation prior to application of codex Casa Mia wall
finish and all wallpapering and paint-work. Thanks to its
easy application, codex Casa Plana has a wide range of uses
in interior decoration and is extremely economical.

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Substrate Preparation:

The substrate must be sound, dry, free from cracks, clean
and free from materials that would impair adhesion. Test
the substrate in accordance with applicable standards and
notices and report any deficiencies. Remove all residues 
of wallpaper, paste and paper backing, weakly bonded
paints or coatings as well as any soft or powdery plaster.
Remove any separating agents or greasy residues from 
the substrate surface. Prime absorbent surfaces with codex
Fliesengrund.

When working on dense, smooth surfaces (e.g. well-bond-
ed lacquers, coatings, ceramics) thoroughly clean and
abrade the surface and prime with codex PE 370. Allow 
the primer to dry completely and apply codex Casa Plana 
to a minimum thickness of 2 mm.

Refer to the Product Data Sheets for other codex products
used.

Application:

1. Put approx. 6 litres of clean, cold water into a clean
container. Slowly and steadily, sprinkle in the sack con-
tents (10 kg) and allow to soak for a short time. Then
mix to a lump-free, smooth-paste mortar. Leave to
stand for approx. 1 – 2 minutes and then mix briefly
once again. Do not mix too thin.

2. Only mix as much material as can be applied within
approx. 60 minutes. For part quantities, use 1 kg of
powder to approx. 0.6 litres of water.

3. Immediately apply the compound to the substrate 
with a smoothing trowel. Where possible, apply to the
desired thickness in one coat.

4. After spreading, it can either be trowel finished or even-
ly wetted using a sponge-board and then skimmed to a
smooth finish with the trowel after approx. 15 minutes.

5. For subsequent wallpapering or painting, the compound
must be completely dry.

Important Notes:

3 Shelf life minimum 12 months in original packaging when
stored in dry conditions. Tightly reseal opened packaging and
use the contents as quickly as possible.

3 Optimum conditions are 15 – 25 °C/59 – 77 °F and relative
humidity below 75%. Low temperatures and high humidity
will retard the setting, drying and readiness for covering. 

3 Mortar that starts to thicken cannot be used – therefore, do
not thin with water or mix in fresh mortar.

3 codex Casa Plana produces an exceptionally good base for the
codex Casa Mia surface finish as well as for wallpapers and
paints. Also thin smoothing coats are sound and are resistant
to dispersion and latex-based paints as well as normal adhe-
sives and wallpaper paste.

3 If smoothing work must be done in several coats, e.g. when
skimming joints in plasterboard, the previous coat must be
completely dry and, if necessary, sanded down.

3 If to be painted: After smoothing work in variable thicknesses, a
minimum of two coats of paint is recommended so as to avoid
uneven drying of the paint and unwanted colour shading.

3 For waterproof smoothing and in exterior work, use a cement-
based compound, e.g. codex NC 350.

3 Refer to all applicable standards, regulations and publications.

Protection of the Workplace and the Environment:
Cement-free, non alkaline. Requires no special protection or precautions in general
use. When mixing wear a protective dust-mask. In the event of skin or eye contact,
rinse thoroughly with water. Presents no physiological or ecological risk when fully
cured.

Disposal:
Dispose of empty packaging according to local regulations. Collect waste material,
mix with water and allow to harden, then dispose as Construction Waste.
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
